"Best Performance" certificates for 
each grade as well as prizes to be drawn by name for each section. There will be cash prizes for the 
top three performances in the Junior & Senior High School Section, based on number of 
participants. A canteen service will be provided with juice, chips and hot dogs. 
 
This is the last major tournament of the scholastic year in Newfoundland & Labrador. This year's 
NLSCA draw for the two movie prizes (for 10 friends each) will be made at this tournament, from 
among those who have qualified.
